The speakerphone will be amplified so that the other Council Members and all 

other persons present in the Council Chambers will be able to hear all discussions.  In compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act, 

individuals needing special accommodations or assistance during this meeting shall notify the City Recorder, at (801) 944-7021 at least 24 

hours prior to the meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENT PROCEDURE 

At each City Council Business Meeting any person wishing to comment on any item not otherwise on the agenda for public comment may 

address the City Council during the Public Comment period. Any person wishing to comment during the citizen comment period shall 

request recognition by the Mayor and upon recognition, approach the microphone and state their name, state if they are a resident of 

Cottonwood Heights and either provide their address or their Council district; and then address the body. Any person wishing to comment 

shall limit their comments to no more than three (3) minutes, unless additional time is authorized by the Mayor. Citizen groups who are 

present will be asked to appoint a spokesperson, who shall limit their comments to no more than five (5) minutes. All comments shall be 

directed to the Mayor and City Council. 

 

No person addressing the City Council during the comment period shall be allowed to comment more than once during that comment period. 

Speakers should not expect any debate or dialogue with the Mayor, City Council or City Staff during the meeting. 

 

The Council may choose to limit the amount of time allotted to public comment on a specific issue. In such cases, special procedures for 

determining who will be allowed to speak and the order of such speakers will be determined by the Council.
